Habituation Cages 

CodeZebra presents intensive collaborative lock-ups.  We place a multidisciplinary pair made up of an artist and a scientist together in a beautiful but closed cage for twenty-four hour periods.  We ask them to solve scientific, technological and related ethical questions problems, invent something new, and entertain us with a stream of great next ideas.  

We provide them with toys, games, media and design tools, things to read and watch and each other!  The locked up team has camera and computer access, a constant video stream out and in; access to the Internet; the CodeZebra OS, good food and drink. 

At regular intervals they interact with outside moderators, hosts or performers. CodeZebra super moderator Sara Diamond is also visible and present throughout the twenty-four hour event.  She closely with the locked up team, show hosts and additional moderators and guests, keeping the invention process moving.  

DEAF Festival
CodeZebra created an installation and performance at the DEAF Festival of 2003.  Teams of artists and scientists were locked up together and asked to invent while the world watched.
