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University of Surrey Experiment

In February of 2004 Sara Diamond and Andrew Salway created an experiment that compared face to face and on-line collaboration using the CodeZebra software.  Diamond tasked researchers and students from varied 

fields to use CodeZebra to debate concepts that related to their work and CodeZebra as an environment and to consider points of agreement, disagreement and applications.  Two separate days of activity occurred. 

The first days debated the idea of "narrative"; the second "ontology".  Participants met face to face and on line.  They would continue their topical discussion in each of these forums. At the end of each day they discussed the 

efficacy of each type of encounter.  They provided a critique of CodeZebra OS.  Some participants engaged in both days.  While they somewhat sceptical about the environment after the first day, by the second day, they 

strongly supported its use as a lateral, brain storming space, they trained the new participants.  The videotapes represent documentation of the experiment.  Archives of the CodeZebra University of Surrey event can be 

found in the Archive Section of the full web site.
